| The Best Laid Schemes |

This edition of the Cincinnati Branch newsletter isthe
first to carry our new banner.

The graphic on the left isthe RSCDS Cincinnati Branch
logo, showing the Ohio River Steamboat, the Delta
Queen. On the side of the boat is depicted the RSCDS
“Ghillies Crown” pattern.

The boat was built on the River Clyde in Scotland in
1927 and started service in California. She was taken
into Naval Service during WWII before being purchased
by Green Line Steamers of Cincinnati in 1946. She has
been in service on the Mississippi and Ohio Riverssince
then.

The graphic on the right was added to compl ete the
theme of “Dancing”

The new name reflects atitle used by the City of
Cincinnati. The origin of the name comes from aHenry
Wadsworth Longfellow poem about Cincinnati called
"Catawba Wine."

"And this Song of the Vine,
This greeting of mine,
The winds and the birds shall deliver
To the Queen of the West,
In her garlands dressed,
On the Banks of the Beautiful River."

Additionaly, the Dance “ Queen City Salute’” waswritten
by Dale Birdsall while he was ateacher at our branch,
and it has since been published by the RSCDS, in
Book 37.
